Cocos Day 1
 
We arrived on the Saturday at 1pm on boarded the Aggressor. We were greeted 
with a big smile from the crew and beer. We checked into our cabins and met 
on deck for some more beer. The afternoon was warm and slightly overcast 
and the sea looked calm. The other guests arrived and we had a group of 4 
Canadians (Katrina, Steve, Dave and Bill) a German couple (Andy and Tania) 
Lars and Kim from Denmark and our party of 12. As we set sail at 4pm we 
were asked to meet in the main salon for a briefing at 5.30. This covered 
safety and introduced the crew.
 
Dinner was 6.30 and a fantastic buffet of Marlin, Chicken,salad etc. We all 
ate and drank well and retired late. The following morning we awoke to 
sunshine and seas like glass. The day was perfect and we were told the 
arrival time was at 1am. After a hard days sleeping and chatting we forced 
another dinner in and a game of cards. Bed was comfy and at 6.30 we were 
awoken to see the most amazing green island. We had breakfast, ham eggs 
toast and cheese and got ready for our briefing.
 
Dive 1 Bay
We all made giant strides into the sea from the main deck and then a short 
swim to the bow. We descended down the shot to the sand at 15m. All around 
us were fish and table corals. As we started the dive we found trumpet 
fish, parrot fish puffers, and all the usual reef suspects. We had to wait 
almost 15mins for our first shark a small white tip followed by another. 
From here on everywhere you looked there were more white and black tips. 
The flounders swam past us and there were morays out and about and lobsters 
walking along the rocks. From the corner of my eye I saw something big!! 
Another large shark I think it was a silver or grey shark. Excitedly I 
tried to get the attention of the others but 2 Hammerheads came out of the 
blue and distracted us. Damn!!!!! The dive carried on in the same vain and 
the water was a nice 26c and 20m viz. Everyone seemed to love it and more 
in a sec.
 
Dive 2 Manwelitta
We went out from the ship on the RIB, turned the corner of the smaller 
island and made negative entries into the water, as we descended the first 
things we saw were large rays followed by a huge 4 1/2 ft yellow fin 
tuna. Within seconds we had a large school of hammerheads approx 8 and 
countless reef sharks swimming below us around us and hiding in the rocks 
and small caves. Peacock flounders swam past us and a massive school of 
Jacks came through. Lobsters were walking everywhere and living on top of 
one another in caves. Jacks were swimming puffer fish everywhere and the 
hammerheads kept on circling us. As the dive continued we ended in a small 
cove approx 12 m down and watched as 3 - 4m hammerheads swam through the 
shallow water past us. Having become low on air we swam to the blue and 
watched more large fish swim below us. Back on the boat excitement levels 
were high and most had gathered good pics. Lunch was again excellent and we 
chilled ready for the 3pm dive.
